Hinuera Natural Stone Questions & Answers
Q
Is Hinuera stone a manufactured man made product?

A
No Hinuera Natural Stone is a Natural stone called Ignimbrite which is a volcanic rock which dates back over one million years.

Q
Does Hinuera Natural Stone Fade in the New Zealand environment?

A
Not generally but it does cure and weather with time.

Q
Is Hinuera Natural Stone Paving a durable hard wearing stone?

A
Yes, because it has about 60 to 70% silicon in the form of glass chards, it has a high rating as a non skid paving.

Q
Can Hinuera Natural Paving be layed on a compacted metal area?

A
No we recommend that Hinuera Natural Paving is layed over concrete areas only, as Hinuera has a low flexural strength and there for needs the concrete for support.
Q
Can Hinuera Natural Paving be used in commercial areas?

A
We do not recommend that Hinuera Natural Paving is used in high foot trafficked areas.

Q
Can Hinuera Natural Paving be used around salt-water pools?

A
We recommend that you use Hinuera Natural Dura grade only and that the area paved be sealed with a good sealer and maintained every year. You must tell a Hinuera Natural Stone representative that you are using Hinuera Natural stone around your salt water pool so they can discuss this with you.

Q
Why does Hinuera Kiln Fired stone have micro cracks in it?

A
It is almost impossible to dry out all the moisture in the Hinuera Natural Stone. The larger the stone the more likely it will crack in the kiln firing process. These micro cracks are more visible in paving but close up as the paving cools and as it is layed over concrete the micro crack will not affect the performance of the Hinuera Natural Stone.
Q
Does Hinuera Natural Stone Veneers have different standards in the New Zealand Building codes?

A
Hinuera Natural Stone should be treated the same as any other veneers as set out in NZ Standards e.g. NZS 3604 and related documents.

Q
Can only a Stonemason lay Hinuera Natural Stone?

A
No, a Stonemason or registered Brick or Block Layer can lay Hinuera Natural Stone, but it is up to the client or owner to say how they want it layed.

Q
Do you have to have the lintel steel bars above windows and doors showing when using Hinuera Natural Stone?

A
No when using Hinuera Natural Stone the steel lintel bars can be cut into the back of the stone to support it and hide it.

Q
How big can you cut Hinuera Natural Stone?

A
We are limited to the size of our saw blades so the maximum height is less than 800mm and a good length is 1200 to 1600mm. But you must consider how you are going to lift bigger pieces of stone into place as the weight of Hinuera Natural Stone is 1900 to 2200 kg’s per m3.

Q
Can you glue Hinuera Natural Stone to other structures?

A
Yes, but it involves special requirements as set out in the Hinuera Natural Stone User Guide. It involves the types of structures you can glue to, waterproofing requirements, cleaning areas before glue fixing, types of glues, the use of fixing brackets and waterproofing the Hinuera Natural Stone.
